Music NOTE

Herbert Howells is one of the most famous composers to ever set the two evening canticles, the
Magnificat and the Nunc Dimittis, to music. Over the course of his career, he wrote at least
twenty sets of canticles, most dedicated to a major school or cathedral in England. This set,
perhaps his most famous, was written for King’s College, Cambridge, following a bet
challenging him to write a complete set of morning and evening canticles. The “Collegium
Regale” evening canticles have endured to become one of the most beloved and oft-performed
sets throughout not only the Anglican church, but the broader Christian community.
